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Sector-specific Developments: Agriculture and Fishery

Agriculture is a relevant economical sector in the WSR, fishery is marginal but
traditional and in combination with tourism important.

The land use rate in WSR compared to Nation is very high whereas grasslands
dominate the exploitation method (> 60 %).

The structural change in the agriculture sector also continues in the Wadden Sea
Region. Farm-declining of 20 % during the 90°s. However, family businesses still
determine the picture of the agriculture sector.

Number of farms 2000: 46.000, which means an average of 40 ha landuse per
farm.

High influence by EU-regulations and governmental aid, whereas changes are
expected, but it is unclear how they will affect exactly the agriculture sector.

Additional sources of income by tourism, tasks of nature protection and energy
production with regenerating raw materials will presumably gain more
significance

B Sector developments
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Sector-specific Developments: Tourism

In almost every part of the Region, tourism is an important economic activity.
On most of the islands and at some of the mainland locations it is the most
important economic activity.

8-10 million tourists visit the Wadden Sea Region annually.

The number of overnight stays in the whole region has increased by almost
40% in the last 20 years. Today the total number of overnight stays is
approximately 53 mill. per year.

Tourists are primarily families, but also a significant number of senior citizens

One of the main challenges for tourism is, that dependency on it as the main
source of income and job creation demands a continuous development of the
tourism product.
